LJMU Response 1:
LJMU does not have a Physiotherapy department.
We are also unable to provide numbers of respiratory diagnostic equipment across the entire University. This is because Section 12 of the FOIA puts a limit of £450 on the costs the University should need to incur in responding to a request for information. Any request costing in excess of this amount should be refused. Unfortunately, no department holds a record of this type of equipment in a readily reportable format, therefore ascertaining the accurate numbers would require individual analysis of every building/department in the University. We estimate the cost of such analysis would be in excess of £450. If you were to make a new request for a narrower category of information, it may be that we could comply with that request within the appropriate limit.
