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These regulations are issued in conjunction with the Liverpool John Moores
University parking permit.
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For the 2017/18 Academic Year, penalty charge notices will be introduced.
Notices will be issued in accordance with these regulations.

No parking is allowed without clearly displaying the required valid permit.
You must be parked wholly within a designated parking bay.

Disabled parking spaces are restricted to disabled permit holders only.
Parking is not permitted on double yellow lines or in cross hatched area.

Parking is not permitted where it is causing obstruction or inconvenience to
others.

Parking for a purpose other than the designated purpose of the parking
place is not permitted.

The appropriate car parking charges must be paid for the full duration of
stay.

Parking is not permitted in an unauthorised or restricted area.

Any contravention of these regulations will result in a £60 penalty charge
notice being issued, reduced to £30 if paid within 14 days.

A Parking on Private Land Appeals (POPLA) service will be in operation for
people that want to appeal against their penalty charge notice.

Permit holders making use of Liverpool City Council car parks (Mt Pleasant Multi
Storey and Fraser Street) will be subject to Council parking and enforcement
regulations.
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
